RECIPROCAL RULES & INFORMATION
FOR THE YEAR 2010

Welcome to the Puget Sound Yacht Club!
For the safety of our guests and in consideration of all, the PSYC requests that the following
procedures be following during your stay:

A. Moorage
1. Moorage is available to our guests, at no cost for up to two days, with a maximum of

two (2) boats concurrently visiting from one yacht club.
2. Extended stays are permitted at a cost of $ .35/per foot/day plus electricity (if

applicable). Please check with the Dockmaster for availability.
3. The use of reciprocal facilities is limited to a total of four (4) days in any four (4)

month period for a total of twelve (12) days per calendar year.
4. At certain times of the year (but not frequent) PSYC uses the moorage for special Club

functions (i.e. Opening Day (first Saturday in May), 4th of July) and therefore it may not be
possible to accommodate visitors on some holidays. Please check with the Dockmaster for
availability.

5. The primary reciprocal moorage area is currently under construction, please contact
the Dockmaster for berthing information.

6. Please observe a check out time of 1300.

B. Electricity
Electricity is available for 30-amp power at a rate of $3.00 per day. (Please do not move the
power cords of other boats).

C. Registration
Please register upon arrival at the Kiosk located next to the flagpole and make appropriate
payment using the envelopes provided. Payment for extended stays should be made by 10:00
a.rn. of each extended day.

D. Security Gate
For the security of your boat and our members please make sure the security gate is closed at all
times. The combination to the gate can be found in the registration envelopes located in the
kiosk.

E. Dockmaster
2010 Vice Commodore Bill Oils is our current Oockmaster. He lives aboard the Windward, a
44' GulfStar moored on our docks. He can provide access to the restrooms and shower facilities
of the Clubhouse as well as answer any questions visitors may have.

F. Kiosk & Facilities Use
